DRAWING INSPIRATION FROM THE WEST OF SCOTLAND
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Former lawyer turned artist Graham Korn will open his exhibition in Wemyss Bay Station Gallery on 7th-19th November with an array of pastel drawings inspired around his home in the west of Scotland. 

The exhibition is entitled Spectrum, and presents scenes from Graham’s Ayrshire-based life throughout the seasons.  Whether it’s a close-up of waterlilies on a pond, the winter sun on an ancient cottage, or the broad sweep of the Ayrshire coastline as the Waverley steams into view, Graham’s drawings celebrate the extraordinary beauty of everyday life.
Graham’s interest in art is complemented by his love of Scotland, its countryside and history. He finds no shortage of subjects, revelling in the picturesque and historic scenes revealed by the changing light on this west side of Scotland. Graham is delighted to be able to exhibit in Wemyss Bay’s beautifully restored station, finding it an entirely appropriate setting for his work.

Graham Korn has not always worked as a professional artist.  He previously had a distinguished career as a local government lawyer. In 2007, he took early retirement from South Ayrshire Council to focus on drawing and music, and he has never looked back. Graham has been engaged in art since he was a boy, and took up working with soft pastels some 30 years ago, developing his own finished style so that the drawings resemble beautifully detailed paintings.
Graham says:  “I want to present a variety of styles and subjects in this exhibition, rather than focusing on one approach. Now that I have given up the day-job, I have more time to look around me and more time to draw what I see; it’s a great life!”
